Course Description & Objectives:

This course is a comprehensive study of the saxophone that includes building technical skills (scales, arpeggios, intervals, articulation, vibrato, overtones, altissimo register, etc.), and artistic skills (interpretation) inherent in both classical and jazz settings. (Dependent on the student’s area of focus) The primary aim of this course is to develop each student’s abilities and potential on the saxophone. Pieces will be assigned to challenge and meet the needs of each student. 


Objectives:

a. To increase knowledge, interest and performance ability in a wide variety of saxophone styles.

b. To acquire knowledge of performance practices inherent in a wide variety of saxophone styles and to be able to apply this knowledge in performance.

c. To increase knowledge of the major saxophone performers and composers, trends, influences and stylistic features inherent in saxophone playing.

d. To use various methods of critical thinking in forming value judgements about musical performance. 

Attendance Policy: Attendance is mandatory. Make up lessons will be given at the discretion of the instructor in cases such as medical excuses, family emergencies, etc. Missing lessons without prior notification/arrangements will have a serious negative impact on grading.

Generally, juries consist of two parts

· Technical Juries- The technical jury measures technical development and usually takes place two weeks before Final exams. Technical requirements will be assigned early in the semester.
· Performance Jury-The performance jury consists of preparing a solo piece w/ accompaniment and performing for the woodwind and/or jazz faculty. The jury is an opportunity to perform and receive a written evaluation of your progress from faculty.  Musicality, expression, artistic development and skill, and quality of preparation are examples of the qualities being evaluated.

Master class 11:20am Tuesdays 
Tuesdays at 11:20 is reserved for studio master classes. Master class meetings consist of student performances, coaching, lecture topics/demonstrations, and guest artists. Attendance is required for all saxophone majors and minors. Absences will have a negative effect on your grade. See grading policy in syllabus. All saxophone students are expected to perform in Master class each semester. This is an excellent opportunity to perform and get feedback from your instructor and peers. Music majors with class conflicts will need to make up this requirement. Please see me for details.
