Studio Notebook should be well organized and will include:
Research Paper:

Paper will be 3-5 pages long and will focus on a specific piece of music you are working on. One paper will be written for each piece worked on during the semester (excluding etudes). The contents of the paper should include: When the piece was written, what instrument(s) it was originally written for (if it’s a transcription), who it was written for, what style/time period it is written in (Baroque, Classical, Romantic, etc,) and defining characteristics of that style, historical context (what major events were happening during this time that may have influenced the piece itself or the composer: e.g. WWII, communism, church reform, etc.), translations of musical terms (please write them in the music as well!), information about the composer and any defining characteristics of their compositional style, simple formal analysis, any other information of interest specific to the piece. 

Prominent Saxophone players

Choose three prominent saxophonists and write a paper 1-2 pages in length detailing their contributions to the saxophone (techniques, transcriptions, compositions, interpretation, etc.), who they studied with, where they’re from, what teaching positions they may have (or currently) hold, etc. Pick two classical and one jazz saxophonist (jazz majors pick two jazz and one classical). 
Comparative listening 

Find three performances of well-established artists performing music you are currently studying. Compare their approach to sound, style, interpretation, articulation, vibrato, etc. After comparing the recordings, decide which elements from each performance you wish to incorporate into your own playing and performance of the piece. 

Practice journal:

You will keep a DAILY practice journal. In it you will keep track of what you practiced, how you practiced it, tempos and any issues you may encounter in your practice sessions that you’d like addressed during lessons. Incomplete journals will receive a Zero. Every day should be accounted for, even the ones you do not practice (there should be few if any). If you are unable to practice, enter that into your journal for the day. Bring journal/notebook to each lesson and be able to produce it upon request. 
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
